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In Section 00 52 15, Agreement Form (EJCDC C-520), 2.01, delete “Development of
public restroom and parking facilities at 401 Huron Street, South Haven, MI" and replace
with “"Williams Street Reconstruction Project”.

In Section 00 52 15, Agreement Form (EJCDC C-520), Article 4, add the following:

4.02 Liquidated Damages

A.

Confractor and Owner recognize that time is of the essence as stated in
Paragraph 4.01 above and that Owner will suffer financial loss if the Work is
not completed within the times specified in Paragraph 4.02 above, plus any
extensions thereof allowed in accordance with Arficle 12 of the General
Conditions. The parties also recognize the delays, expense, and difficulties
involved in proving in a legal or arbitration proceeding the actual loss
suffered by Owner if the Work is not completed on time. Accordingly,
instead of requiring any such proof, Owner and Contractor agree that as
liguidated damages for delay (but not as a penalty), Contractor shall pay
Owner $1300.00 for each day that expires after the time specified in
Paragraph 4.02 above for Substantial Completfion until the Work is
substantially complete. After Substantial Completion, if Contractor shall
neglect, refuse, or fail to complete the remaining Work within the Confract
Time or any proper extension thereof granted by Owner, Confractor shall
pay Owner $1300.00 for each day that expires after the time specified in
Paragraph 4.02 above for completion and readiness for final payment until
the Work is completed and ready for final payment.

In Section 00 73 00, Supplementary Conditions, replace text from SC-2.04 with the

following:

“Contractor shall start to perform the Work on the date indicated in the Progress
Clause, however Confractor shall not start to perform the Work before submitting the
required bonds and evidence of insurance coverage.”

In Section 00 73 00, Supplementary Conditions, replace text from SC-6.08 with the

following:

A. Owner shall obtain the following permits (other permits may be required).
1. Van Buren County permit for soil erosion and sedimentation control

to be supplied by Owner.

Delete Section 31 41 16 Sheet Piling and Related Work.

Delete Section 02 81 00 Underground Irrigation System. All Irrigation specifications shall
be in accordance with Section 32 84 00 Automatic Irrigation System.

In Division 12 — Site Furnishings, Benches, 2.3.A, The bench shall be the CRB - 6, Carnival
Bench, 6 FT.

In Division 12 — Site Furnishings, Bicycle Parking Racks, 2.3.A, The bicycle parking rack
shall be the U238 - IG , ‘U’ Bike Rack, 2 Bike In Ground Mount.

In Division 12 —Site Furnishings, 2.3.A, The frash receptacle shall be the CRTR - 38
Carnival Trash Receptacle 38 Gal. Flat lid is included in the pay item.

In Section 32 14 00 Unit Paving, 1.2.B.1, revise Basis of Payment to Not Applicable and in
1.2.B.2 revise Basis of Payment to Incidental to Clay Pavers.

In Section 32 14 00 Unit Paving, remove and replace sub-base with aggregate base in
1.2.A.2.

On Sheet 3, add the following to the General Notes:

The item Exploratory Excavation will be used for the Excavation and backfill to expose

previously unmapped utilities which may be encountered and the existing Box Culvert

at Station 13+25. Necessary repairs and/or replacement of such utilities will be paid for
separately.

On Sheet 3, add the following to the General Notes:

Mulch Blanket, High Velocity shall be Price and Company Bionet S150-BN or approved
equal.
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On Sheet 3, add the following to the General Notes:

All tie bars included for concrete driveway “M” openings shall be included in the unit
price bid for Driveway Opening, Conc, Det M.

On Sheet 3, add the following to the General Notes:

All concrete pavement joints shall be included in the unit price bid for Conc Pavt, Non
reinf, 6 inch. Joints shall be unsealed, sawed, contraction joints every 10 feet and shall
line up with curb and gutter joints.

Include on Sheet 18, MUTCD compliant street name signs for all intersections. An
additional quantity of 24 sft will be included in the bid form for Traffic Signs, Permanent.

Signs shall be 5inch/3.75inch (UPPER/lower case) white letter, green background, no
border. Sign panel material: ? inch extruded aluminum blades, double faced.
Measured on 1 face only for payment.
